   The planning and zoning commission met Monday, November 2, 2015 with members Scott Anshutz, Sam Flakus, Guyla Husman and Bonnie Johnson present as well as guests Mayor Maury Schlaht and City Finance Officer All Cerny.
   An annexation discussion was held with the consensus being that the first step is to map the outlanders who have city water and/or city sewer service. If an annexation plan is agreed upon an appropriate resolution would have to be devised by the city council and it would ultimately go to a vote of the people. So far there is no issue with county government concerning land going out of county jurisdiction and to city control. An appropriate cost analysis is needed to determine feasibility. A buffer zone for required building permits is another factor to be considered.
   Friday, Nov. 20 at 3 p.m. is the official opening for Bartling Welding in the Grandview addition. Access roads are open and plans are being made.
  There was mention of "drone action" around town with the consensus being this new innovation has been positive for Gregory.
  The City is analyzing our committee's involvement with the council in the area of building permits. A conclusion indicates that a ten year plan is needed to include zoning and annexation.
  After departure of Schlaht and Cerny our group approved the previous minutes with a motion by Guyla and second by Sam; approved.
   We had a long discussion on the ineffectiveness of our city's everyday upkeep whether it is landowner generated or city responsibility.
   We had more discussion about the Bartling opening. We can discuss details at our next meeting scheduled for Oct. 16.
   Following  analysis of the "Conditional Use Permit" Bonnie made a motion to request from the city council a list of the entities in town who are considered "eligible" for this licensing. Guyla seconded the motion and it was approved.
   The Grandview sign was discussed as was refurbishing our "old" City Hall. Our committee's meeting room needs Grandview and town maps and this type of information can and should be available at City Hall.
   Along with the Bartling opening, our zoning process will be on the next meeting's agenda. A motion and second to adjourn were offered by Sam and Guyla; approved.
