   All planning commission members were present for the Nov. 30 meeting to include Scott Anshutz, Sam Flakus, Guyla Husman, Donna Schmitz and Bonnie Johnson. The previous minutes were approved following a motion by Guyla and seconded by Donna.
   Number 33 building permit, submitted by Bonnie Johnson, to move a storage shed, was approved following a motion by Sam and second by Donna. Bonnie abstained from voting.
   The postponed ribbon cutting ceremony at Bartling Welding has now been scheduled for Wednesday, Dec. 2 at 10:00 a.m.
   In reviewing old business: no action was taken on the Weidner variance; nor on the conditional use permit question arising from Bob McKee's complaint.
   The Grandview sign will be located at 1st Street and Logan Ave. Current lot availability will be displayed on the sign.
   In discussing problem property in Gregory, the house at First and Felton was razed and removed and the lot is cleared. The blue house on Felton that was recently activated as a rental now has the water shut off. It's future is unclear.
   Our rezoning efforts have been aided by site maps provided by District III architects. Our committee worked more on marking "land use" of late, designating property as commercial or residential. This lead to a long discussion on rentals -- single family, multiple family, etc., and how they differ from property needing conditional use permits. Scott will work with District III to develop a workable plan that makes rezoning a practical application. Their input gives us a chance to present a new zoning map to  the council.
