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   The Planning and Zoning Commission met Monday, Dec. 21 with all members present. The previous minutes were approved after a motion and second by Guyla and Sam.
   There were no building permits to consider.
   Scott reminded the commission of remaining years of service before each member's term is up. Guyla has three years; Donna and Scott, two; Bonnie and Sam, one. This was approved after a motion by Donna and seconded by Guyla.
   Scott will prepare a report on "The Year 2015 in Review" for the council and for our records.
   We discussed tabled building permits and other circumstances that could delay action and put permits past calendar allowances.
   Brian from District III is too busy now to help with our rezoning project. We had a long discussion on classifying repossessions, abandoned homes and other questionable categories. Scott will contact Greg Powell, the City Administrator of Chamberlain, for a copy of that city's land usage. Their application could aid us in our rezoning project.
   The sales of Grandview lots is being "streamlined" by actions of a committee which has developed a process which can expedite the sales and legalities of these transactions. Al Cerny, Bruce Fenzen, Vince Berens and Doug Pochop comprise the committee.
   Work has been done with Jeff McCormick to determine setbacks, conformity rules, etc., that purchasers of lots in Grandview will follow.
   The meeting was adjourned after a motion by Sam; a second by Guyla, and committee approval.
