No Public Forum

Dept. Head Reports

Police Chief Catts reported he is working with the school on social media awareness and the
possibility of doing a mock vehicle crash before graduation.

Vakiner would like to have the value of both the land and structure at $83,000, do to being assessed too
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high for the market value due to comparable. Motion was made by Guyla Husman, seconded by Shana
Flakus to lower the total value to $83,000. All members voted aye; the motion carried.

BID president Laura Petersen opened by asking what is the BID to the city? It’s an active part of
economic development stated Petersen. Petersen has been planning a career fair which is on the 22",
BID has also completed two strategic plans and helped fund a local kid to attend a trade school to return
to Gregory. Laura stated that the city has been missing out not have a director and asked the city to fund
a position. Dr. Hull thanked Laura for all she has done and spoke on the BID group being an idea factory
for the city. Doug Pochop asked the city to offer the same package that the chamber director received to
a BID Executive Director and would like to advertise soon. Doug talked on how the city’s sales tax dollars
have been climbing.

Hamilton stated per ordinance each non-metered residential unit of an apartment building shall be
charged a flat rate fee $10 per month in addition to the regular water usage that is metered through the
master meter. Silver Threads would like to know why they were being billed the $10 and not treated like
the nursing home. Council deliberated on this an ultimately concluded to remove the $10 charge on the
assisted side.

Surplus old water tower roofs

Mayor Anshutz reported that the roof replacement on our ground storage tanks has been completed
and that Great plains structures left the old aluminum roof for us. Mayor Anshutz and Hamilton would
like to surplus the roof and donate the money to different causes. Motion was made by Ashley Lozano,
seconded by Cory Graber to surplus the old roofs.
